Reception: This week, Reception were immersed in our new story ‘Aliens Love 
Underpants’ after discovering underpants hanging in the classroom! We have worked 
hard to begin writing sentences to describe aliens and the underpants they so badly 
want to steal. Our teachers are so proud of how we are able to apply our phonic 
knowledge to our writing. We’ve enjoyed learning new paint dripping techniques in 
the studio and story telling skills in the theatre. In maths, we have revisited the 
number 5, gaining a deeper understanding of number bonds to 5. We’ve sang the 
song ‘5 little frogs’ and even practiced each frog jumping off a log, one at a time.  

Nursery: We have continued reading Shark in the Park with our Talk For Writing 
actions using our class story map. Children demonstrated their fantastic             
understanding of this story and began writing our own story maps. We have              
developed a fantastic imagination to begin to innovate aspects of our story for     
example Lion in the park. In maths, we applied our mathematical reasoning skills to 
match and sort objects and we also introduced careful counting to identify the    
correct number of objects up to 5. We have enjoyed developing art skills in the    
studio, developing finger dexterity to finger paint sea creatures.

Each 
week we fully immerse the children into the story, creating links to our 7 areas of 
learning.  
 
At Hadrian Park Primary School, we love reading!  Reading is a fundamental skill that 
is the key to all other aspects of learning, as it impacts on everything your child does.  
Sharing a book together is a time to connect, explore other worlds and meet new 
characters. To help support your reading time with your child, please find a few top 
tips and questions below to help you delve that little bit deeper into a treasured book.   
 
How to support your child with reading at home:  
 
Enjoy reading together. Find a comfortable, quiet place to read 
Make reading part of your daily routine.  
Listen to your child reads aloud daily. Try for 10 minutes.  
Read to your child, enjoying books together and showing them how an expert reads.  
 
Questions to ask your child when reading at home:  
 
 What do you think this book is going to be about? 
 Who are the main characters? 
 What do you think will happen next? 
 Why did they do that? 
 Do you like this book? Why? 
 What was the best /  funniest / saddest part of the story? 
 What does the picture tell you?
