Reception: In literacy, Reception continued reading ‘How to Catch a Star’ and 
have now innovated the story, creating their own story maps with alternative    
characters. In maths, reception have focussed on 2D shapes, recognising which 2D 
shapes can be seen on the sides of 3D shapes. To celebrate careers week, we     
discussed what we would like to be when we’re older, role played a range of jobs and 
had a special visitor from a barrister. We even visited some local shops and       
businesses to find out which jobs are available in our local area. We are feeling   
inspired! 

Nursery: This week, Nursery continued to explore different careers they would 
like to do when they grow up, linked to last week’s story ‘Think Big’. We immersed 
ourselves in our new story, Shark in the Park, we found a shark in our EYFS yard! 
Children explored their imagination through homemade telescopes as well as drawing 
what we could see through our telescope or in the park. We have noticed children’s 
recent desire and enthusiasm for mark making, creating pictures, writing and name 
writing. Therefore, we have been concentrating on writing the initial sound of our 
names. In maths, children have explored mathematical concepts such as, same, 
matching and groups. We have applied this knowledge to share and group objects 
and explain their reasons for sorting.

In Early Years we provide a rich and broad range of learning opportunities that are 
based upon our story of the week and provocations introduced by the adults.   Each 
week we fully immerse the children into the story, creating links to our 7 areas of 
learning.  
 
At Hadrian Park Primary School, we love reading!  Reading is a fundamental skill that 
is the key to all other aspects of learning, as it impacts on everything your child does.  
Sharing a book together is a time to connect, explore other worlds and meet new 
characters. To help support your reading time with your child, please find a few top 
tips and questions below to help you delve that little bit deeper into a treasured book.   
 
How to support your child with reading at home:  
 
Enjoy reading together. Find a comfortable, quiet place to read 
Make reading part of your daily routine.  
Listen to your child reads aloud daily. Try for 10 minutes.  
Read to your child, enjoying books together and showing them how an expert reads.  
 
Questions to ask your child when reading at home:  
 
 What do you think this book is going to be about? 
 Who are the main characters? 
 What do you think will happen next? 
 Why did they do that? 
 Do you like this book? Why? 
 What was the best /  funniest / saddest part of the story? 
 What does the picture tell you?
